Propane Tank, 
Own or Rent?

A recent letter to the editor was 
published in The Union newspa-
per explaining the political and 
economic advantages of owing 
your own propane tank. I can’t 
explain the political advantage, but 
I can help with the cost advantage. 
GCHNA members currently pay 
35 cents above the Bay Area Rack 
price for propane, they receive 25 
free gallons of propane each year, 
and they pay $35 per year tank 
rental if they fill up their tank at 
least twice a year. Ferrellgas terms 
this their Keep Full program, 
which means they will automati-
cally fill your tank on their sched-
ule, assuming normal usage condi-
tions. Members do not pay sales 
tax on the propane they receive if 
they file a tax exemption certificate 
with Ferrellgas. Also, Ferrellgas 
will come out immediately if you 
call them in an emergency.

If you were to purchase a 500 gal-
lon steel tank your cost would be 
around $1200 plus sales tax, plus 
$159 for installation, delivery, and 
set up. You are now responsible 
for any repairs on the tank and 
regulator. On-call repairs usually

run around $60 to $90 per hour with a 3 hour 
minimum. If you purchase propane on the 
open market the cost is usually 50 cents above 
Bay Area Rack. The company you purchase 
from must keep on file the California LPG 
Sales tax exemption Certificate that you sign 
and give to them if you wish to avoid the sales 
tax. You may find a teaser rate on your first fill 
up, but after a while you’re going to run out of 
companies to shop around with. The gas com-
panies know what your doing. In addition, 
most private gas companies will take around 5 
business days after you make the purchase call 
or any emergency call before they deliver the 
propane.

bound by contract to give the 
discount rate to non-members.

Ferrellgas  by Tom Stone

Ferrellgas has indicated their cost of propane this winter is 45 cents above 
their cost at this same time last year. November was a particularly bad 
month as the price of crude hit $52 a barrel and the hurricanes along the 
gulf stopped some refineries producing propane. This hurt the supply side 
of propane and drove up costs. GCHNA members were paying a peak 
price for propane in early November of $1.49/gallon. On the bright side, 
Andy Fellman, the Ferrellgas district manager, indicates that propane sup-
plies are currently up and without any national big winter cold surprises, 
expect the price of propane to slowly drop as we approach spring. If you 
wish to check the price you were charged on your last fill up, I’ve attached 
a chart of GCHNA member’s propane costs for the last 6 months.
